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Several aspects of the training of teachers at the
secondary level have been attempted not only at the national
level but in the State of Gujarat too. But the 'humane
aspect' +to study the 'feel' and the 'atmosphere' of the
colleges of education on which depends the qualitative improve-
ment notvcnly of the colleges of education but indirectly of
the whole programme of education in the country, has not been
touched &t all.This piece of study, therefore, can be taken
as the first attempt to study the 'Organizational Climate'

and 'Teachers' Morale' of the colleges of education.

No piece of research work is complete without the helping
hands of -mayy who directly or indirectly assist at different
stages of its shaping.
