both at the elementary and secondary stages, discontent and dis- |
appointments were widely expressed with regard to the progrsmme
of these training institutions and the type of teachers turned
out of them. TFurther, on economical and other grounds, education-
ists began to doubt the wisdom of continuing with two separate
types of training institutions serving the same interests.

Thus the time had come to verify the various charges levelled

~ against the two types of training colleges, analyse them and
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evolve an integrated pattern as suggested during the third training
colleges conference. Any delay in its investigation delayed our edu-
cational and national brogress. In view of the urgency of the probi
lem, the present study —~"Edﬁcatioﬂ of graduate teachers in the Tra-
ditional‘and Bagic Methods - an analysis of the problem and sugges-
tions for an integrated pattern to suit our socialistic pattern of
society" is undertaken.
