ENHANCEMENT

Introduction

In present society, there is the need that people should adapt with the rapidly changing pace of
advancement. And to sustain this pace of advancement, we need to face new challenges and
to respond to them with self-confidence, with new ways, and with the other abilities we have.
This will help in making people successful in the advanced society. This is only possible
through the proper and updated education. Education is a potent instrument of our learning
process in which the knowledge, skills, values, beliefs, and habits of the children are shaped as
per the requirement of the society from primary level to higher levels. Many national
commissions and policies suggest the development of thinking ability and different types of
values at elementary stage of education. The Kothari Commission (1966) and National Policy
of Education (1986) stressed the value education of students. The National Education Policy
(2020) stressed cognitive capacity thinking ability of students. At present the major role and
goal of education is not to enable a child to acquire knowledge but also to equip him or her
with the ‘ability to think” and to make him understand that ‘what is good and what is bad’.
Education must provide the means and the opportunities to enhance the child’s creative
expression and the capacity for aesthetic appreciation (NCF, 2005). There is the requirement
of such teaching method which can be helpful to enhance values among students and thinking
enhancement. Values are the fundamental to giving any kind of instruction at school level. The
students’ ability to think through any instructional procedure must be promoted. This could be

fulfilled through a technique derived from Story in teaching-learning.
Story as an Instructional Technique

A story is carrying some information inside it, which develops a better perceptive among
audiences. A story is a narrative that sends a message to people by describing a situation or
some connected occurrences, whether they are real or fiction, and involving multiple characters,
events, and happenings. Story allows students to understand themselves, what they are. Story

is that medium which allows students to think in their own way (Shuyi, 2017).

Story has the transforming power, but it is based on the effort of the teacher or the storyteller.

Storytelling can take many different forms and propose a range of teaching frameworks. The
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storytelling can provide different structures of teaching (Gunawardena & Brown, 2021).
Students' ethical awareness and involvement with moral quandaries and situations can also be
enhanced through the use of narrative techniques. The teacher needs a proper plan or a story
structure for presenting the story before the students. A story structure that will engage students
in thinking activities like imagining, doubting, judging good or bad, observing, analyzing and

questioning.
Concept of Values and Thinking

The purpose of the education system is to develop good human beings capable of rational
thought and action, possessing compassion and empathy, courage and resilience, scientific
temper and creative imagination, with sound ethical moorings and values. It aims at producing
engaged, productive, and contributing citizens for building an equitable, inclusive, and plural
society as envisaged by our Constitution (NEP 2020). So, both the ‘thinking ability’ and ‘ethical
values’ have a crucial place in our education system. Thinking and values both are considered
as an important component in the 21% century curriculum. These two help learners to well
adapted to their environment. Thinking helps in reasoning, problem-solving and decision
making. It involves various mental operations in different forms like critical, creative, reflective
and moral. In another side, values are nothing but the ideals and beliefs that an individual
follows in order to live a healthy life under the society. It can be of different types like personal,

social, and Universal values.
Values and Thinking through Stories

The development of values and thinking through stories will be a good platform for students.
Stories help children know the difference between knowing well and doing well. It makes them
strong morally and emotionally. It has also importance in developing- physical, emotional and
spiritual fields of child. Research shows that story as a method improves engagement, critical

thinking, and creativity, and it’s a good way to impart values.

Story has been the very important part in a child’s education that every school needs to promote.
It is one of the easiest and most convenient ways to inculcate values and virtues within a child
and a potent way to develop thinking. It is helpful in communicating positive messages in an
integrated and implicit manner. Many people are unaware of the importance of stories, but the
truth is that they directly influence the way a child thinks, a child talks and the way a child
behaves. Stories related to nation develop patriotic feelings. Stories related to different
activities help students to solve their day-to-day life problems. It makes them force to think
about something. There are also funny stories that entertain children by carrying some
messages in them. Overall, it influences the entire life of a child. So not only stories give
information and messages but also make children aware of many things in an entertaining and
enjoyable way. It can be presented in many different styles like pictures and video showing,
performing and playing or simply telling. And in this way stories can be helpful in enhancing

both thinking and values among students.

The cognitive and affective domain of children is related to each other. According to experts,

there are different sequences of development that a human has to go through.
Experts Views on Values and Thinking
Kohlberg’s Moral Development

In Kohlberg’s six stages of moral development (1964), there are three distinct levels of moral
reasoning. The development of morality follows a sequential process. At the level of

preconventional children learn moral behaviour from the referred social group. In the
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conventional or moral level, the moral behaviour of child is based on norms of society and
rights of people. The last level post conventional level which is autonomous is the most
advanced level where moral problems are approached by applying universal principles by
individual. Kohlberg suggests that there’s different moral behaviour we can observe in these

three levels of development having six stages inside it.

Moral development stages are structural and cognitive in nature which is the result of
interaction of organism with the environment. Moral maturity is related to the chronological
age. At the pre-conventional level, the first stage says moral behaviour is reward-based and
self-involved to avoid punishment. At the 2™ stage, moral behaviour depends on the desire of
an individual. In level 2, third stage the individual develops empathy and at stage four moral
activity becomes a function by applying rules. In level 3, at fifth stage, noble principles like
human dignity and equality have given importance. And at the last stage is the orientation of

universal ethical principles which is self-generated.

From this theory it can be interpreted that there are mainly three important periods in human
life where values can be inculcated in different ways. But the conventional period is more
important where the child is conscious about moral character development. This will be the
right time to teach values to them. This theory also states that our ethical behaviour is raised
from the ability to reason we have with us. It means cognitive development is necessary for

moral development.
Piaget’s Cognitive Development

Jean Piaget (1958) has given theory of cognitive development. He maintains that cognitive
development takes place when there is interaction between a child’s innate capacities and his

environment. He provided 4 stages of cognitive development which a child used to pass by.
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Figure 4. Stages of Cognitive Development

In the sensory motor stage, the concept of object permanence evolves. At the pre-operational
stage with the help of language learning the child develops thinking. Child progress towards
formations of concept, but the thinking and reasoning is illogical here as he is ego-centric in
thinking. From four to seven years of age, the child could format a more advanced level of
concepts. At the concrete operational stage, the thinking of students becomes systematic and
logical. The child at this stage can tackle the concrete problem but not the abstract one. At the
last stage, that is formal operational stage, the child becomes capable of framing rules and
generalization. Child begins to explore solutions and solve the problems in many ways. This
pattern of development is universal and constant. This theory suggests that the formal stage is

the right stage for shaping and enhancing the thinking ability of students.
Theories related to Values and Thinking

Different theories are there which are helpful in enhancing values and thinking among students.
A theory of value and a theory for thinking can be provided here. Two important theories have

been discussed here.
Value Clarification

The concept value clarification was coined in 1966 by
Rath, Harmin and Simon. Value clarification strategy
is an attempt at explaining the process of acquisition of

values of children (Chand, 2011). It is a method

whereby a person can discover his/her own values by
exploring, assessing and determining what truly values

at a time. This attempt is to create an environment in

which children construct meaningful moral system in

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their personality as they are free to explore their own value (Bagchi & Teckchandani, 2005).
“Values Clarification is used for problematic situation, with conflicting alternatives or equally
competing values. This strategy allows one to choose one out of the two, reflect on what is
chosen and what is valued by the person” (CBSE, 2012). Theory of value clarification includes
a process of three steps i.e., Choosing, Prizing and Acting (Chand, 2011). Choosing is a
cognitive process which includes choosing of beliefs freely after considering alternatives.
Prizing comes under the affective domain where chosen beliefs are prized. Acting is presented
as behaviour which incorporates one’s behaviour. The teacher may adopt one or more of the

several ways to assist the learners clarify their value.
Multi-Dimensional Thinking

Lipman (2003), suggested a three-dimensional
model of complex thinking at all levels of
education. This includes Critical, Creative and
Caring. School should be committed to
eliciting from each student an equilibrium
among these three dimensions of thinking.
Critical involves evaluation, problem and

solution. Creative refers to new that is different

from exiting pattern and Caring related to the ethical value and responsibilities, which comes
under the affective domain. Caring also is the subject matter concerned about one’s manner of

thinking. By combining these three ways of thinking helps in construction of the learning task.

Based on the above discussed theories, views of experts the current model of teaching can be

designed.
MODEL OF TEACHING

Models should be comfortable, adaptable, and efficient in educational settings and classrooms.
Models of teaching help the students acquire information, ideas, skills, values, way of thinking,
and means of expressing themselves. This also helps them, that how to learn something (Joyce
et al., 2011). This model is nothing but a good try to help the teacher in the teaching-learning

process for enhancement of the values and thinking of his/her students specifically at the
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elementary level through stories only. The Story Model can be explained by the headings of:
Focus, Syntax, Social System and Support System.

Focus

This Story model has aim to make the students value-loaded along with their thinking ability.
Here the purpose of this model is that- how to present the stories which can be helpful for both
values and thinking enhancement together with some techniques. It will enhance the thinking
ability and values among students through different story activities, like storytelling, story role

playing, story showing through pictures and videos and the like.
Syntax

As this model aimed at to enhance values and thinking among students through stories, A
pattern or a framework needs to be followed for this, which will come under the syntax of
model. There are three important phases that have been decided for this. Here, the Story Model
has been structured with three broad phases i.c., Compilation, Combination and Conduction,
consisting of many further points, which are described here. All the phases include some steps

inside it, which can be explained below.

Compilation Conduction

Phase. 1 Compilation of Stories

This is a planning phase of the story, where the teacher needs to collect the stories from different
sources. This phase comes before Presenting the Story to Students. In this phase three main

things need to be done by the teacher Collection, Selection and Planning. Before presenting the
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story in a classroom, the teacher needs to go through the details of various subjects and topics

of selected education level of students.

Analysation- On the first phase of model, the researcher had to go through textbook analysis
of all subjects (Odia, English, Mathematics, Science and Social Science) of Upper primary
class. The values that need to be enhanced should be identified according to the age and
understanding level of students. Regarding enhancement of thinking ability, information from
various experts and sources needs to be recognized. So, Values and Thinking to be included

must be identified.

Collection- Collection of various stories as suited to the age and interest level of students.
Incorporation of suggestions and recommendations from experts has to be done here. Try
should be made to relate the stories to the content of students’ academic subjects. The stories

should be of such types which are value-based as well as thoughtful.

Selection- Selection of stories as per the need of time and place. The age of the students also
needs to be considered while selecting the stories. It will be desirable to select a story according
to the environment, as the school and classroom environment is not constant. Also, the types

of values and types of thinking need to be considered while selecting the stories.

The teacher needs to be strategic in using story as an instructional method. An instructional
method in which values and thinking enhancement is stressed, imparting some strategies is
needed. The presentation of stories to the students cannot be simple while talking about
specific values and thinking enhancement which include both cognitive and affective domai.
In order to affect students’ cognitive and affective domain, application of different techniques

is needed.
Phase. 2. Combination of techniques

The teacher needs a strategy to present the story in front of students. Story to be included in
teaching-learning, it has to be converted into an instructional method by combining some
techniques with it. The important messages of stories can be facilitated through classroom
discussion and some other tricks and techniques. Different techniques with proper plan need to
be applied by the teacher for enhancing values and thinking through the stories. There are
various techniques which can be combined with a story. This phase may include three important

techniques which must be followed in every story session. Preparing the students for Story with
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some discussion, using different instruments inside the story and tricks to be followed inside

story.

Discussion— Preparation of students is must before presenting story to them. For this a general
discussion can be held. In all styles of story presentation, the teacher should not forget to make
curious to students. Before presenting the story in a session, make the students curious in
various ways. Making students mentally prepare for the specific session can be done through-
music, song, poem, quote and simple questions. The introduction to the new story session can
be made by asking some questions related to the story to be presented to students. Then the
teacher can allow a discussion among students with the teacher, and then the teacher can present
the story to the students. By relating those discussions to the presented story of a session, the

presentation of story can begin.

Using Instruments- In order to make the story realistic and to make it reach to the students’
heart and mind, some instruments which can also be instructional material for a story. This
needs to be used by the teacher while presenting the story, it is like the teaching-learing material
in a lesson. Different types of instruments can also be used by the teacher as suits to a particular

story, to make presentation interesting. The instruments like:

e Tambourine e Puppet

e Whistle e Face Mask

e Stick e Projector

e Pictures e Other objects (Ballon, Chair-table,

colourful chalk etc.)
Applying Tricks - In order to enhance the thinking capacity of students, tricks are needed in
between of story presentation. Tricks are nothing but the striking point which will force
students to think. Tricks are also helpful to make the class attentive to the story session.
Different tricks can be used by the teacher in the middle of the story presentation The Tricks

which can be used inside the stories are given in the figure below.

All the tricks like questioning, guessing, assuming, observing, gaps to imagine the situation,
providing example, discussion, thinking from different angles, relating with students’ real life,
acting a selected behavioral character from the story, giving facial expressions, could be used
by the teacher on students as per the need of the stories. But it must be remembered that the
response to the tricks is always should be from the side of the students only. These can be used

by the teacher as per the demand of each story.

The story must be conveyed to the students by combining different techniques with it. As a
result, students will understand about the lesson learnt from the story, the values it has

embedded with, and they will develop new ideas.
Phase 3. Conduction of Sessions

This is the presentation phase where conduction of story sessions will be planned in a
systematic way. With the help of the strategies mentioned in the previous step, suitable methods
of presentation of the story can be made. Later evaluation of it can be done. The conduction
of story sessions can be done with the help of lesson planning. This phase includes three
important steps those are, selecting mode of presentation and finally, the deciding and choosing

activities for evaluation of the particular story session and at last, preparation of lesson plan,

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Deciding Mode of presentation- Now a days, there are plenty of communication
media available. So, selecting a proper mode of presentation is a big deal here. There
can be various types of modes of presenting a story. Presenting stories through pictures,
video, performing, simple telling or any other medium or mode. Selecting different
modes depends upon the types and format of a story. Here, three different styles/modes
can be selected while presenting a story: Story Showing, Story Telling and Story

Performing, which can be discussed as follows.

Story Showing

Presenting the story by showing different colorful pictures to students. Here, the
pictures can be drawn by the teacher on the blackboard or on the drawing papers, which
can be shown which can be downloaded from internet and collected from different other
media or sources (Books, Magazines, Newspapers).

Presenting the story by showing video clips/films to students. It may be in the form of
cartoons, animals, human beings, or any metaphorical thing.

It also can be object based. Here the teacher can bring various objects in physical and
present them before the students.

Using Puppets, like mask, hand or fingers or any puppet object.

Story Telling

The ‘Story Telling implies to old conversational method of telling stories to students. This will

help in developing the language power of students. While adopting this style of presenting three

things should be taken care of:

It should be innovative. Songs and other different sounds and phrases, and poems can
also be added.

Presenting is in an interesting way. Telling plus moving one place to another inside the
room and hand movement can be done.

Keep children active in the session. Use some attention arousal methods while they get
bored in the middle. Like, loud voice, funny expression, complete silence, topic change
discussion or small talking with students about their personal issues.

Vary in speech, volume, speed, and pitch according to the different moments and
character inside a story.

Repeating the words and sentences in different variations.
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Story Performing

This is acting out the story. It can be of two types, a story-performing by the teacher herself
and story performing by the students.

e In the first one, the teacher herself will play a different role to present a story in front
of students through mono-action, innovative expression, gestures and others body
movement.

e In the second, students can be guided by the teacher, it is again can be in three ways
such as

i. For role play, by taking particular- scene/ part of a story. The role-play allows
students to enact a situation and explore problems related to human relations.
Problem-solving strategies, attitudes, feelings and values can be explored by
students through role playing.

ii. The students’ performance also involves the writing of the stories. Here the
story presenter can present half of the story to the students, and then students
will be asked to complete the whole story in their own ways.

iii. The activities like picture making, drawing something related to a story, story

making by seeing an object.

Style of story presentation can be done in various types. The best mode can be preferable, as
situation of a story demand. Here three styles of presentation have been taken into account.

Depending upon the story, the teacher can choose any of these ways.

2. Conducting Evaluation Activities- The evaluation can be done at the end of each story
session. To test how far the objectives of stories delivered to students have been
achieved, some interesting activities can be included in a story session. At the end of
each story presentation the teacher can ask what they have learnt from the story. Teacher
can allow a small discussion after the question answer session. Evaluation through
different activities at the end of each session. The activities for evaluation can be
different from one story to another based on their objective of telling or presenting. The
evaluation needs to be done in two ways- from the side of values enhancement and for
the side of Thinking enhancement. The following activities are suggested to include in

the evaluation activities after the completion of each story session.

These are some listed activities which are supposed to be changed a little as per the need for a

particular story session. Deciding and choosing the activities of evaluation depends on types

and styles of stories. Students must be encouraged to participate in all these activities. The

mostly engaged students can be rewarded by the teacher. Any story must include the above-

described techniques to enhance the students’ values and thinking capacity.

3. Preparation of Lesson plans- A lesson plan can be followed to present the story

without any trouble. Based on the type of story, a suitable lesson plan can be developed.

A systematic plan for conducting the story session is needed. The lesson plan can be

made on the basis of compilation. The lesson planning here needs to be versatile and
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cognitive based. The planning should be as per the types of selected story and class.
Involving academic topics in a story is not necessary. But if it is manageable, the stories
could be related to the academic topics of different subjects of selected level of
schooling. Here the teacher will decide the objective of the story presentation. The types
of values and types of thinking inside the story included also will be decided in the plan.

The method of delivering the session is also an important task here.

After all this, conduction of story sessions needs to be arranged. Organizing the session of
stories from simple concept to harder in a systematic manner. Also, if the stories could be
according to the ongoing season of the month winter, summer or rainy, it would be better. It is
getting an idea about which months, for how many durations and where the presentation needs
to be done. Selecting a school and selecting a particular class or group inside the school is
required. For dedicating a special period for story session, the necessary request must be made.
It should neither be overdosed nor have less effect. That is why weekly 2-3 sessions are
recommendable. The necessary permissions and sitting arrangement and other facilities must

be checked.
Social System

A conducive and cooperative environment is desired. The interaction between teacher and
students will be there from the start to the ending of the story. In other words, the whole session
will be an active session, where students’ participation is a primary requirement. Students also
should be allowed to discuss by themselves. They should be provided with freedom to express
whatever they want. Here, the teacher’s role is not being as authority but to be friendly with
the students, so that students can freely express what’s going on in their mind. Teacher has to
give direction and support to students. The teacher should try every possible way to make
students understand the purpose of presenting the story to them. The teacher can provide

various examples to make understanding a role in a story.
Support System

Short narrative stories having problem situations are preferable where the situation, action and
circumstances can affect students’ mind and heart. The story presentation should be beautiful
and interesting and based on story types, the equipment/materials needed can be used. A
projector and pictures are preferable. The extra methodology like; story making, picture
making, role playing, and other activities expected from the students. They will be given by

examples of values in human life in order to better understand a story. The ability to think and
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perceive the situation as it is, is also expected from students. They need pencils and paper in
order to note down important points and to express their own ideas in completing a story.

These are the necessary support systems for this model.
Application

This Story model can be applied to the upper primary level of elementary stage as Piaget and
Kohlberg maintained that age 11 onwards is the age of maximum cognitive and moral
development. This Story model will help as a foundation learning to students in values and
thinking matter through stories. Here, learning takes place in a pleasurable environment and
students are free to express their viewpoint on story matter. The good application of the Story
model will make learning enjoyable. And the most interesting fact about the model is that here
students are active participants throughout the one particular session. By story presentation
with different activities, children will be able to use his/her reasoning, logic, and problem-
solving abilities, also will be able to understand good and bad behaviour or which is accepted
and rejected by the society where we have to live. Here, students also will be able to know
about so many new concepts, places, ideas, ideals, people, news, and many others information.
Students’ abilities to handle difficult situations, acquiring new behaviors, improving problem-
solving skills, enhancing values and promoting positive attitudes can be boosted. They will
also have good experience of different beautiful activities like story making, storytelling, use
of some instruments, use of language, use of facial expression and various other activities. This
model can be applicable to some of the subjects of upper primary level education having the

objective of enhancing students’ values and thinking
Instructional and Nurturant Effects of Model

The Story Model strategy will be helpful in accomplishing instructional goals. The instructions
on specific concepts can be delivered with the Story model. Where students have difficulty in
understanding a lesson, difficulty in understanding new languages and difficulty in practical

applicability of a concept, this strategy has the potent and interesting tool to adopt at that time.
