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CHAPTER IX

GEOGRAPHY

- Texts or narratives of purely historieal or
geographical nature are very rare in Sanskrit 1iterature and
whatever geographical information cen.be gathered is mere
incidental. '?hé material\therefore vwhich constriicts the
ancient geégraphy of Iﬁdia is scattered amid a mass of other
subjects, and can hardly present a general view. Therefore
;yﬁgf;tems of geographical information require to be very
carefully examined and assembled together from a variety of
sources - literary, epigraphic, monumental and traditional -
before we can give a complete geographical pieture of ancient

Indi a.l

The geography of India is chiefly dependent on

religion, Her every tree, every river, every mountain, every

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spring, every cave, every lake, every hermitage, is sacred.
As it is the duty of every pious Indian to wvislt holy places,
pilgrims travelled far and wide and their knowledge of all
the places has been handed down to us in the sacred litera-
ture. And as Cunninghamg says, "though there is plenty of
the fabuloas in Indian Geography of outlandish regiocus, the
allusions to purely Indian topography ars generally sober.
The main features of the country were already known in very

early tinmes."

To reconstruct a systematic geograghy pf anclent
India, vedic literature, Eréhmagas,vuﬁaniéads, Dharmasutras,
and Dharmagdstras are useful. Ls Law points out, " The
epics and the pur&pas ave recognised, as a rich mine cf
geogréphical information abcut ancient,india. They contain
some chapters giving a falrly sccurate account of not only
the different territorisl divisions of India but also of the
rivers, mountains, lakes, forests, deéeserts, towns, countries

and peoples."3

A discussion of the geographical data in the
purings is beset with uwayy difficulties. The chief of these

is the conventional character of purdnic geography. The

geogranhical uncertalnty leads to historical uncertalnty.

The geogranhlcal data of a particular work are difficult to |
be assigned to a particular historical period in the face of a
faulty end uncertain chronology. References to the Hinas,
for example, are met with in documents sé‘early as the Mbh.%
and Qéméyaga.5 The Mgh@bhdrata appears to have received
additions till as late as the 3th century A.D.6 “and so it
would be wrong to say that the Mbh. reflects contemporaneous
events. Another difficulty is the occurrence of the same
name in resﬁec? ei places, mountains, and the like in various
parts of the country. ‘ §i§adhg,‘for example, 1ls a mountain
lying to the éouth of Meru, known by the Greeks as Paropamisos,
and now celled the Hindukushy as well as the name of a place
situated near Vidarbha (18,10). A third obstacle is the
apnlicatian of -different names for the same place or people,
for example, Visnutlrtha or Maudéalyaiibtgg&gl36.4l) used for
o tirtha on the river Goddvari and AbhIres, Dasylls, and
Mlecchas (212,26-28) used for the people called at present

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Ahiras residing largely in the ﬁhited Provinces, Bihar, Nepal,
and some portions of Rajputana, Then there is the tradition-
al and conventional eleme#t in Geography preponderating in the
puranas. HNames are handed down trgditionglly.and used with-
out any regard to the exisﬁence of the places an@ peoples
concerned; and the "geographical fancies of an early age are
similarly propagated fron generatidn to generation and sometimes
find their way centuries later into the sober pages of technical
literazure",7 Last but not 1eaét is the disregard to the
distinetion between real and fabulovs geography. The Br. P.
thus mentions an assembly hall of lord Brahma to the north of
mountain Meru,‘ thus transferring the place to a fable land

(18.37).

The geographical accounts in the different puranas
are very similar and the account in one 1ls often repcated in
ancother and in some cases & longer account 1s condensed into a
shorter one. + The names of the couniries, mountains, rivers,
etc. are mentioned at randém without any topographical detalls,
very often even neglecting the direction in which a country
or a mountain or a river lay, assuming thelr knowledge by the

contemporary- Indians as a matter of course.8 The list in the

geogrophy given in Varaha, Skende, Linga, Naradiya, Brahmavai~
varta, Agni, Bhigavata and Bhavisya is not very useful. The
Padma.purdna provides a detailed list of countries and rivers
of India but as it is in a very confused form and as the
divisional setting of countries has been mistaken, it has not
proved to be very useful. The longest list of countries and
peoples of 1dla is, contained in the Markandeya, Brahma, Skanda,
Brahmanda and the Vaya-puranas. The Ramayana (Kisk.Ch.40) and
the Mazhabharata (BhIs.,Ch 9) also contain similar lists of
cogntries and rivers, The majority of thzigggnggiag and
peoples found in the puranes is very much the same as found in
the nadyadivarnaqa~ssc$ion@9£mﬁhayé kandeye.puréne and the
ﬁarkag@éya puraqa‘ls consmdered to be very impertant from the
point of view of providing geographical information. The Br.

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it seems very probable that the seven lists of the Markandeya
formlated with a reference to the different directions were
borrowed from the Vayu text Of all the purdhas, the best and
oldest text of geographical tradition of India is contained in
the Viyy ond Brahndnda, . Though, they do not furnish long
lists, the seven lists of ethnic names appear to be very genuine,
As the two texts are substantially the same, which indicates
that the two pur@nas were originally one and the same, oy

is generally believed.d0 The text of the Matsya pur@na seems
to be & repetition of the text of Viyu. "It fhus follows thab
" the geographical texts of the ?é}u, Brahméida, Markandeya,
Matsya and Brahme are in agreement with one another subjeet to
-some small variatibns, and that the common source of Matsya ‘
and Markandeya is the text of Viyu and Brahminda from which the
other purdnas framed their 1llsts, uwhile the Matsya copled from
the Vayu text freely, the Markandeya sub&ect@& it to a critical
xevza_on, end so ghe ﬁarkand@ya on the other hand was copied by

Brahma in the same vay.ll

From the geographical stendpolnt, the importance of
the Brahma purdpa 1s very great, It gilves a general view of

the world gecgraphy. It mentions JambidvIpa end deseribes

On the four sides of Meru, four wmountains are
situated. Mendara is situated on the east, Gandhamadana in
the south, Vipula in the west and Supardva in the north,
They are decorated with the standard trees., Thus the trees
Kadamba, Jaumbl, Pippda and Vata are situated on the four
mountains respectively. These mountains are eleven hundred
yojenas in extent.l® A tree of Jambl is situated in the middle
of JambUdvipa after which it takes its name. The julce of

the Jambu tree flows and becomes & rTiver.

The divine river Ganges issues forth from tne foot
of lord Visnu, eaters the moon and after passing through thé
court of lord Brabwd, it falls from the sky after dividing
itself into four parts, viz. SItd, Alakenandd, Calsu and

Bhadra. The eastern stream known as Site passed from one
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mountain to the other and flowing through Bhadrasva, she
entered the ocean., The stream known as Alakanandd enters
Bharata after flowing southward, then it enters ocean and
divides itself into seven parts. The stream known as Caksu
flows westward and after flowing through the country Ketumdla
it enters the ocean., The stream known as Bhadri passes

through Uttaragiri and Uttarakurn and enters the ocean.i®

The mountains Gandhamé@ana andiﬁélyavan extend to
Wfla and Nisadha, In the middle of both of them Meru is
situated in the form of a petal.

Syotisman, the king of Kusadvipa, had seven sons, and there

are seven countries after the names of thege seven sons, viz.
