- Our knowledge of ancient India rests mainly on
tradition. Anclent India has not given us works dealing with
history. “History is the one weak spot in Indian literature.
It is, in fact, nonsexistent. The total lack of the historical
sense 1s so characteristic that the whole course of Banskrit
literature is daxkened by the shadaw of this defect, suffering
as 1t does from an entire absence of exact chrcnology."l Prof.
Keith rightly remarks ‘'that the vedic texts, the saphitds, and

the‘Bféhmaqas, are not books of historical purbose‘is notorious!?

Statements ofvhistorical kind in the vedic literature

are useful only if they are corroborated from the gtatements

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given elsewhere and thus tradition becomes all important as it
gives many of them a chronological position., . Though, we do
not get purely historical works about ancient India still the
tradition hag given us abundant geneaiogies of the anc;ent
dynastics. They give lists of kings in succession and hence
their historiéal imporitance should be valued. They are almost
the only historical datanound in Sagskrit books regarding
ancient Indlan political development, Thus from the genealogiles
the investigation of tradition regarding historical ends may be
tested.®

The Puranas, the Mehabharata and the Ramdyena give
accounts from the tradition about the earliest occurences. In
doing so, they begin from the earlies% 3gvedig period deserib-
ing genealegigs of’kings whg established kingdomg and princiﬁali—
ties and thus pareelled out and ruled ancient India. Occasion-
ally the feats and.achievements of kings and 3§isére related,
battles mentioned epd described, notleeable’ incidents and
happenings recorded and very valuable synchronisms’néted down;
sometimes the same Purfna makes though rarely different state-
ments in different places, very often they currupt the names of |
personsg, SOmetiées one dynasty 1s'merge¢ or interwoven into or

tacked on to another owing to the currupt reading that has

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crept in, the result besing a preposterously long line of kings,
somgtimes collateral successions are described as lineal,
sometimes the orders of succession are reversed, sometimes
dynasties are lengthened owing to varlous kinds of currupt
readings, even a synchronism has been found to be misplaced
owing to a similarity of names, divergent synchronisms have
been recorded. For these reasons, it is of utmost importance
to compare the various purdpic accounts, amongst themselves

to corrgct them in the light of vedle, Buddhistic and other
external evidences in order that the ancient Indlan history

may be properly understood .4

‘Thé genealogies of the ane;ent dynastics are given
more or less fully by all the Purdnas, except the late Varaha,
Véﬁana,kSkgnda,ﬂNébadE&é,~Brabmgyaivarta and the Bhavisya
which do not deal with the ancient past. Some are found in
. the Mbh, and Rémdyana., The most importent puradnas as regards
genealogies are the Véyw and Brahmdnda, the Brahma and Hari-
vagsh, the Matsya and VAgmu. The Vayu and Brahminds have the
best text of the genealogies., The Brahma and Hariva@sé agree
closely in their genqalqgical accounts and subject to small
variations, have practically the same text. The Brahma text
has suffered through losées and according to Pargiterd it is
incomplete, in the North-pancala genealogy (13.93~101) and
4 S5ita Nath Pradhen, éhrénqiogy of Incient India, 1927.

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most of its copies omit the Cedl Magadha dynasty descending
from Kuru. It appears to be a revision of Vayu version,
Sometimes 1t has omissions, sometimes additions which seem to
contain genuine tradition, sometimes it varies and sometimes
it commits mistakes. It is later than the 'Vayu version! as
it gives two incompatible origins for the Kéhyakubja and Kasi
dynasties, one in each case belng necessarily wrong, devised

., at a later time when erroneous views had gained currency. The
)‘ genealogical record in Matsya is valuable end is an inimps
indepen@ent anthorgty. Th@ account in Padma is valuable for
checking the Matsya text as both have the same versions with
small and Verba}héifferences,) The Visnu sgrees with the Vayu
version, The accounts of Garuda, Agni and Biagavata are all
late recompilations., The linga account 1s based on Vayu
version, but adopts it to frame its own text. The kirma
account is a coﬁposite_ﬁro@uetion and shows brehmanical
features, The text of siva is similar to the 'Harivemda
version' but is less accurate and shortens or éomits incidental
matters. Thé Mérkap@eya~g1vés only the accounts of Manu's

‘offspring and Veisall dynasty.6

The questlon naturally arises whether royal genealogi-
es are trustworthy. From vedic literature we know that

kingdoms and dynasties existed and common sense shows that they

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could not be fictltious. Pargiter lays down various tests

to examine the credibility of these‘genealogies7 and he adds,
fTh;s.does not mean that they are complete and altogether
accurate, because no human testimony is free from defects and
eTTOrsS... ... Nevertheless, it is quite clear that they are
genuipe_accqunts and a:e‘substantially trustworthy. They give
us history as pandea,down in tradition~py-men whose business

it was to preserve the past, and they are far superior to
historical statements in vedle literature, compared by Brahmins
who lacked the historical sense and were litile concerned with

the mmdane affairs.'d

Notices and allusions are most trustworthy when
introduced naturally, appropriately end simply in genealogies
and elsevwhere such as that of Dutta Attreya in connection with
Arjuna Kartavirysa (13.161). The Brahmé@éa,yVéQu, Brahma,
Harivamég and Hatsya have the best and most valuable alluslons
of this kind; others have few and some héVe none; such as the
Qarq§g’and Agpi. Where noticeg pr~a11usions occur in tales
or discéurses, the}rﬂya?ue depends greatly on their context.
Some traditions are purely myihqlogical as Soma's abduction of
Brhaspati's wife Tara and the birth of their son Budha (A.9),
The birth of Ila from Manu's sacrifice (7.3,8), the marriage of

Siva and Parvati and the creation of Kartavirya from Agni

As there is no clear distinction between history
and mytholeogy, history wag»mytholog;sgd. According to
Pargiter, the Brahme-Purfna (A.12) provides the instance of the
curious pitr-vamda. Here genuine genealogy is mixed up with
 mythology and the whole of this vamsa of the pitr-kanyas arose
out ofna'misundgrstanding of thi? word. The genealogies say
that Nohuga's sons Were born of pitr-kanya virajd (12.1).

There can be nc doubt that the word meant father's daughter,
l.e. sigter, and not pit?‘s_dapghﬁer, for #nion between brother
and sister was not uncommon, as Rv.(x,lo) about Yama and YauT
shows. Some historical or other tredition is devised to
subserve religious.ends, Thus the storles of ﬁariséan&ra,
Rohita and éunanéepa (A,104) and that of Pururavas (Adhs,101,
108) are ascribed to God&varI in order to enhance its glory

in the GautamI-mehatmys. Similarly, sometimes a person or

an incident is taiten from histarical tradition and religious
traditions are freely edified on it. The Brahma-Puraha
provides an instance Of‘the‘king Sirasena (A.111). The teles

that appear toc be historieal are generally told simply and
without exaggeration and must have belonged to anclent
traditions. They are frustwarthy vhen narrated simply as
the purfnic stories of Satyavrate-Trisanku (7.97, 8.23) amd
Sagara (8.29-51). Some snecdotes provide explanation of
names, Auong them some appear to be ancient and may be
genuine as the explanation of paficdla from parca alam given
to the five sons of the king B;hyag%g (13,25-96) and Trishnku
(7.19). Soume are silly as that Ikswaku was so named because
he sneezed (?.443 end that sasdda got his name because he ate
a hare (7.50). Some are cbviously late fabrications as the
one explaining Gaedini (16.51). ‘Thers are some statements or
anecdotes that have grown from misunderstanding or wmisspplica-

down to Agnivarna agrees substantially with the list in the
Vayu, Brohmanda, Brohmé, Harivemsa and Visnu, the purlpic list
was the same subgtantially in his tiwe as we have i1t now,

Thus if in spite of Ram8yana, the purdhic genealogy was
considered to be right, it strongly proves that it was ancient

and trustworthy.

As many scholarsl® have critically studied the
problem of dynasties in the purinas, and have differed consi-
derably regarding the detalls, I do not propose to go in for
the discussion., As 1t is very difficult to say elther one way
or the other and as the subject of dynasties in puranas is
still open for further research, its constituting a subject by
itself, in the following pages, an effort has been made to
give a faithful representation of the dynasties given in the

Brahma-purana.

As tradition begins with ayth and as the myth that

explains the earliest condition in India derives all the

They married Mé:isé; the daughter of trees who was created out
of thg essence of Sqma and they had a son who created the whole
world. He had sixty daughters (2.21-46). One of them was
Aditi and she was married to Kasyapa and they had a son Vivasvan
who was married to Samjﬁé;\' They had two sons Manu and Yama

and a daughter. Manu was known as Vaivagvata Manu and became
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the progenitor of all thé dynastles ruling in the ancient
India. By Chaya, Vivasvana had two sons: Sévaf:;ya Menu and
S:anaiécara (L.8). Vaivasvata Manu performed a sacrifice and
out of it a maiden emei'ged who was known afterwards as his
daughter Ila, Vaivasvata Manu had other nine sons, the eldest
among them, viz. Iksvaku started the solar line. Ila married
Budha, the son of Soma, and grandson of Atri, the manasaputra
of Brahma and gave birth to Pururava and his descendants were
the originators of Kéhyakubja, Kasi, Puru, Yadu, Turvasu,
Druhyu, Anu' add other dynasties (A.7).

He had five hundred sons among whom Sakuni and Vesiti were the
main,  Vasti and other 58 sons went away in the gouthern
direction and Vikukgl whose another name was Sasdda became the
king after the déath of his father IkgvBku. Ie had another
son Kakutstha (7.43-52), The deséendentg of Kakutstha were
Anend, Prthu, Vigtardsva, Ardra, Yavanidua, S'révasta, thadas'va,
Kuvalééfa and as Kuvaldsva killed the demon Dhundhu, he was
called Dhundhumdra. He had hundred sons., All of them were
killed while searching for the demon Dhundhu under the ocean.

Mucukunda. Purukutsa married Narmade and had a son Trasadasyu

by the wrath of the sage Kap_ila ,whe_n they accused him to be

the thief of the horse of the Asvamedham sacrifice that was
performed by Sagara (8.51+56) and only four had remained viz,
Barhiketu, Suketu, Dharmaratha and Palicanada (8.57). ' The

Among these
Raji had 500 sons, They were very strong and were known as
Rajeya ksatriyas. They were so powerful that even Indra was
efraid of them. Once wl;en a terrible war ensued between the
gods and the demons, they approached Brshwd and asked him as to
wh_e would be victorioug,l Brshma repl:led‘ that that side would
win from whom king ‘"f;\aji» would fight., The king Rajl kept a
condition that he was ready to fight from that side which
agreed to make him their lord aftor the wer was over. Th_;a
daityes did not comply to the “cqndition.‘ as they wanted Prahrada
to be thelr Indra but the qus agreed to 1t and with the help
of king Raji they won the battle, But Indra deceived the king

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Raji by telling him that he would work as Indra in the capacity
of being considered as Raji's son., Ralli was deceived by his
sweelt words but after his death, the gons of Raji took away
the kingdom from Indra. After achieving power, they became
very weak and Indra defeated them and regained his kingdom;

Thus the sons of Rajl met their end (11.3-26).

Rembha, another son of Ayu, had no progeny (11.27).
The dynasties of the other two sons Nahusa, and Anend last
longer, therefore, they should be mentloned one by one.
Nehuga was the eldest son of Ayu end marrled his sister Viraja

became e Muni (12,3). After him, his younger brother Yayati
_succeedgd to the kingdom. Yayati had two wives, Devayanl '
daughter of the great sage Udanas and Sﬁrmigﬁhé; the daughter
of the Asura king V?gapérva.‘ The former bore two sons
Yadu and ¥ Turvasu and the latter three Druhyu, Anu and Puru
(12.56), Yoyati conquered the whole world, daityas and
Danavag within six nights and divided his kingdom into five
parts amongst hig sons., Thus Yedu obtained the kingdom of

Fastern direction, Puru that of the middle, and Turvasu that of
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the south-east and from these five sons, the filve famous
royals lines of the Yadus or Yadavas, the Turvasus, the
Druhyus, the Anus or Anavas and, the Purus or Pauravas descend-
~ed,  After dividing his kingdem Yayatl asked the youth of

| all his sons one by one as he wanted to enjoy life but ail the
sons denied to take his old age except the youngest Puru who
gave his youth to Yayati. Yaydti cursed the first four sons
that tpeir‘descehdantS'would never be able to have the kingdom.
After enjoying for meny years, Yaydati practised penance at the

Bhrgutuiga and went to heaven (12,8-48),

Yadu, the eldest son of Yayati had five sons
resembling the sons of gods. They were Sahasrédé, Payoda, .
Krogtd, Nila and Afijika. Sahasrada had three sons, viz.
Haihéya, Haya and Venuhaya. %he descendants of ﬁaihayavwére
Dharmsnetra, Karta, and Sahaija(13.153-156). Séhdhja esta-
blished the city mf S3hahijani, After thls the Brahme-Purdna
does not mention the succeeding personalities as the
descendants of Sdhahja but mentions them as the descendants of
Mahigmata, But as the P2 remarks, Mahigmata seems to be
another name of S&hdhjas Thus the descendants of Mah{smata
were Dhadrasrenya, Durdama and Kanaka., Kanaka had four sons,
Viz. Krtavirya, Kytanjd, Krtddnanvd and Krtdgni, Krtavirya

had a son Arjuna. He.practised pensnce for many years,

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worshipped the sage Dattatreya and obtained thousand hands. He
conquered the world and ruled with righteocusness. ' He became

a Cakravartin Samrat. He defeated Ravana and captivated him
in Mahigmatf. Being requested by Pulastya he had released
Ravana, the king of Laikd. Once Agni came to Kartavirya or
Sahasrarjuna and asked Bhiksd from him. Sahasrdirjuna gave him
his whole kingdom ifhereapon Agni began to devour 1t and in thai
he burnt the hermitage of the sage Vasigtha or Epava, the son
of Varuna, Vasigtha cursed Kartavirya that he would be killed
by Paras'uréfma,_ the son of the sage Jamadagni.
