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CHAPTER VIII.

WORKS OF MAGHA.

The fame of @gha as a great poet rests solely on the Sisu.

No other work of his has come down to us. Any old or modern scholar
is not known to have pointed out any other work by Magha besides

his poem Sisu. The catalogues of Sanskrit manuscripts neither mention
nor attribute any other work to him, Thus there is no external evi-
dence available regarding the existence of any other work of Magha

besides his poem Sisu.

Similarly the internal evidence is also lacking. Magha has
not mentioned any other work by him in the body of his poem Sisu.
The epilogue stanzas also mention only onel work wize Sisu.

But it is impessible;to believe that a great poet like Migha
is the author of only onelwork. His.other work or works must have
been either lost or still remain undiscovered. This view is confirmed
by some stanzas quoted as Magha's in anthologies and not found in fhe
extant éiéupilavadh#. They might have, therefore, been taken from

some other works of Magha unfortunately lost to us for the present.

The Prabandhas attribute the following stanzas to Magha.

They sre however not found in the extant Sisu.

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Even if we leave out of consideration the above-quoted verses
from Prabandhas because of the unreliable character of these Pra-

bandhas still we have eleven verses quoted as Magha's in anthologies.
They are not found in the extant Sisu.

It may be added that these verses are on different topics.
The first pertains to love ;n separation, second to the effect of
the Kali Age, third teo thé‘aamiration of feminine beauty and fourth
to the futility of virtués in absénce of wealth. Therefore they
speak of more than one wgik of the poat Magha which are either lost

to us or still remain undiscovered.

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The verses dudﬁed above from PV., Aucit V., and Suk. cover
various topics and §§nfirm the conclusion that Maghats more than

one work are either lost to us or remain undiscovered.

Over and above these, there are two stanzas guoted in S5V,

and SUK. as the products of Joint authorship.

Thus SSV, has the following. It is repggted to be the

product of the joint authorship of Kalidasa and Magha.
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It is needless to say that this XKdlldéasa is not the

author of Sakuntala.

This Bhojadeva, the joint author of the above-quoted verse,
is not the king Bhojadeva pf Malava who flourished in the eleventh
century A.D., But as pointed out elsewherez, it is possible that he
may be the earlier king Bhojadeva of Malava who flourished in 665
A D, He is also reported to be a lesarned man and a great patron of
learning. There is no chronological absurdity between the associa-
tion of the earlier king Bhojadeva and Magha. Hence it is reasonable

to accept this reported joint authorship as genuine,

Thus,we £ind that in the preseht state of our knowledge
not only there is a possibility of the existence of some other works
written by Magha independently bﬁt?glso that of the existence of the
works of joint authorship.
