A Note on Bandhas.
Five stanzas of Canto.XIX of Sisu. illustrate five 

different Bandhas which are explained in due order as follows.

(1) Sarvatobhadra (XIX.27).

This Bandha has each pada the same whether read forward 

or backward or from the centre to each end; while all the 

padas together read the same.either downwards or upwards, 

whether reading is begun at the centre or at each extremity.

Hits Bandha has the syllables so arranged, that when 

the stanza is divided into its four padas (parts), each part 

reads the same straight forwards or crossways, like the braces 

of a drum. Therefore it is called Murajabandha. It is represented 

in the form of a diagram, in the following manner.

(3) Gomutrika (XIX. 46).

The arrangement of the syllables in the stanza is done

in such a way as it reads the same either straight forward or

crossways, following the order of the lines drawn from the first

syllables. These lines are supposed to/a figure resembling a 

stream of urine passing from a cow and therefore it is called 

by that name. It is represented in the form of a diagram as under.

(5) Cakrabandha (XIX. 120).

It has the arrangement of letters in the form of a wheel 

from which it derives its name. The letter that is repeated forms 

the axle from which the reading begins. It is to be read first 

to tht? right, then downwards, again to the left and then upwards, 

afterwards from the top round the periphery. The first line of 

the verse forms the radii and the second line, together with 

the letters at the end of each of the radii$ forms the circum­

ference.
